Adam Herridge and David Emery, Chris Sharrock and Nick Martin, competing in the two up 
event.  
The event was won by Richard Prebble and James Boyman finishing on a 1:11:33. Adam and 
David finished on 1:31:52, Adam having to ride with a broken cleat. Despite almost taking the 
first kilo prime Nick and Chris finished well down the pack with a 1:32:46. 
  
The other two riders Dave Larkin and Andy Sturt riding in the solo event. Dave finishing on a 
1:24:49 and Andy on a 1:27:20. Winning rider was Steve Walkling 1:13:16. 
Despite this being one of my slowest finishing times I was happy with my ride. The wind 
played a major part today with real heavy gusts making the high speed parts of the course a 
bit iffy. The head wind on the run back from Winchester slowing progress.

Our time was officially 1.32ish  though I think someone forgot to take off the 5 minutes for our 
late start as my Garmin recorded a time of 1:28:50.  Adam reckons I could have gone faster 
as a solo and if I'm honest I do too, probably inside 1:25:00.   To be fair I was on my P3C and 
Adam wasn't on a TT specific bike nor did I have to ride it with only one leg.
